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Presenting the results of a 2008 poll that asked 
1,500 Californians if they would support 
“green” transportation taxes and fees – set at 
variable rates, with higher rates for more pol-
luting vehicles and lower rates for those that 
pollute less. This approach adapts the tradi-
tional transportation finance system to achieve 
two critical public benefits at once: encourag-
ing drivers to choose more sustainable travel 
options at the same time as raising revenue for 
needed transportation programs.
